Throughout the
Book of Nehemiah God’s people were delivered from
defeat to victory because they had the power to pivot.

Key Verse: [Neh 6:9 CSB] 9 For they were all trying to
intimidate us, saying, "They will drop their hands from
the work, and it will never be finished." But now, my God,
strengthen my hands.

Pivots in the Book of Nehemiah

1. From hopelessness to hope. [Neh 1:2,3,4,8,11]

2. From problem to prayer and praise. [Neh 1:4 KIV] 4
And it came to pass, when | heard these words, that | sat
down and wept, and mourned [certain] days, and fasted,
and prayed before the God of heaven,

3. From fear to faith. [Neh 2:2]

4. From victimhood to visionary. [Neh 2:17-18] 17 Then
said | unto them, Ye see the distress that we [are] in, how
Jerusalem [lieth] waste, and the gates thereof are burned
with fire: come, and let us build up the wall of
Jerusalem, that we be no more a reproach.

5. From criticism to construction. [Neh 2:19-20]

6. From isolation to community. [Neh 3]

[Ecc 4:9 KIV] 9 Two [are] better than one; because they
have a good reward for their labour.

7. From weary from work to ready for battle.

[Neh 4:16 KJV] 16 ...the half of my servants wrought in
the work, and the other half of them held both the
spears, the shields, and the bows,...

8. From sadness and weeping to joy and rejoicing.

[Neh 8:9-10 KJV] 9 ....This day [is] holy unto the LORD your
God; mourn not, nor weep. For all the people wept, when
they heard the words of the law. 10 Then he said unto
them, Go your way, eat the fat, and drink the sweet, and
send portions unto them for whom nothing is prepared:
for [this] day [is] holy unto our Lord: neither be ye sorry;
for the joy of the LORD is your strength.
